You are
eligible to compete if you(or your parents) were born in
England/Wales/Scotland/Northern Ireland/British Overseas Territory (parents
serving in Armed Forces or working in Embassies) or are deemed as a UK
National resident in possession of a passport of Great Britain and Northern
Ireland. For riders with dual nationality, you will be eligible to ride in the UK
Nationals if you have not competed for your other nationality.
