Concerns of Possible Abuse from WITHIN the Sport 

If you are responding to concerns, allegations or suspicions of suspected abuse WITHIN the Water 
skiing/wakeboarding environment (i.e. in your club/centre), you should follow the actions in the 
flowchart below;

If the BWSW Lead 
Safeguarding Officer is 
unavailable, and the 
child may be at further 
risk, refer immediately 
to Children’s Services or 
Social Services or Police. 

You have a concern about a child or young person 

Initial assessment by BWSW Lead Safeguarding Officer 

Minor Poor Practice 

Refer to BWSW Case Management Group for decision 
about appropriate action, if required 

Appeal 

Report your concerns to your Club Welfare Officer who 
will: 

• Complete the BWSW Incident Report form

• Seek advice from BWSW Lead Safeguarding Officer

If medical attention is required - call an ambulance and 
inform the doctor that there is a child protection concern 

Possible Outcomes 

• No case to answer

• Referred back to club with advice

• Complaint resolved with agreement
between parties

• Training or mentoring recommended

• Referred back to Case Management Group

Possible Outcomes 

• No case to answer

• Interim suspension for further investigation

• Investigation under disciplinary proceedings

• Disciplinary hearing

• Sanctions applied to involvement in water
skiing & wakeboarding

• Referral to statutory agencies
